The Robert O’Hara Burke Memorial Museum is one of the oldest in
Australia and proudly known as “the museum of museums”. It boasts
a collection of over 30,000 items, many dating back over 150 years.

Walk the 19th-century streetscape recreation, the “Street of Shops”,
see a giant world globe so old it still features the Russian Empire and
marvel at a one of the oldest collections of taxidermy birds and
mammals in Australia.

Visitors will be greeted with an in-depth introduction into the history
of the building, its namesake as the ‘Robert O’Hara Burke Memorial
Museum’ and details about the exhibition spaces.
